Originally Yongln city was combined with YongGu-Hyon
and Choln-Hyon. They called it YongIn-Hyon which was
combined with "Yong” from the word YongGu, and "In”
from the word Choln. After that, it was combined with
YangJi-Gun so it became Yongln city today.

The era of
BaekJae

The district of YongIn have made a deep alience with
the district of KwangJu, since the era of the tribe nation.
The district of YongIn was subjected to the territory of
BaekJae after the King of OnJo acceded to the throne,
while he was at the castle of WiRae in HaNam.

475 AD

The district of YongIn was first kept on record under the
name of YongGu-Hyon in 475 AD. (King JangSu of
KoGuRyo 63,) At that time, King JangSu who was 20th
generation in KoGuryo, occupied the royal capital HanSong
of BaekJae as he went to the south with a force of 30,000
soldiers under his command. And then in the castle of
HaDan(the present area of Walkerhill), he killed the King
GaeRo who was 21st generation in BaekJae. KoGuRyo
named the new occupied territory, the district of Yongln,
KuSong-Hyon according to the centralization of
administrative power. And YongGu-Hyon was dated from
subordinating KuSong to their territory.

{On the record, YongGu-Hyon had a another name called
MyuwrOh-Hyon. During the period of BaekJae, a place named

Yongln transcribed korean “mar a” chinese characters

phonetically, and it also transcribed korean “mar a” chinese
characters phonetically which they called a new dominion
KuSong that was incoporated into KoGuRyo. KuSong meant “big
castle” when it was interpreted that "mar a” or "mar” are

synonyms for “ma ru” which means large and high.

757 A.D.

Yongln was ruled by the Shilla Dynasty that unified the
three kingdoms. In 757 A.D.(16th year of King KyongDok),
Han-Ju(present : KwangJu) was consisted of 1 Ju, 1
SoKyong, 28 Gun, 46 Hyon, and Yongln was subjected to
Han-Ju. They renamed KuSong to KoSo. At this time they
marked “Ko” as the meaning of "Mar a’ which means

large.

940 AD

Then, while the first King of KoRyo came to the throne
after Shilla perished, in 940 AD. (23rd year of King TaeJo
of KoRyo Dynasty on March) KwangJu was named
DaeDoDok-Bu. They called it YongGu-Hyon when it
changed the name of Ju, Bu, Gun, Hyon.

1172 AD

The 8th King HyonJong on his 9th rule year on 1018
AD, when KoRyo reorganized the whole country to 8
Mok, 56 JiJuGunSa, 28 JinJang, 20 HyonRyong, they put
YongIn under KwangJu-Mok. In 1172 AD.(2nd year of
King MyongJong), after 154 years had passed, Yongln was
seperated from KwangJu and assigned to HyonGam for the

first time.

1397 AD.

Originally, Choln-Hyon was an area which belonged to
SuWon-Boo, the name of Choln was given to the area

since the time of King HyonJong in KoRyo

{The area of Choln-BuGock was 10km away from the south of
YongGu-Hyon and during the 6th year of King TaeJo of ChoSon
Dyanasty in 1397 A.D., the area of Choln was assigned to
HyonRyong.)

1399 AD

Originally, YangJi-Hyon was named YangRyangChon-
BuGok of SuJu(present : SuWon). It was raised to the
status of YangJi-Hyon in 1399 A.D. the 2nd year of King
JongJong of Choson Dynasty. And in 13th year of King
TaeJong in 1413 AD. it was then moved to
ChuGae-Hyang within the jurisdiction of KwangJu-Mok.

1413 A.D

In 1413 AD. 13th vyear of King TaeJong, finally
YongGu-Hyon and Choln-Hyon were combined. At this
time, the area was called YongIn—Hyon. "Yong” from the
name "YongGu” combined with "In" from the name
"Choln”.

1895 AD On April in 1895, 32 year of King KoJong, Yongln-Hyon
was renamed Yongln-Gun by the reform of local
regulations which changed the name of public office to Bu.
In 1896, YongIn-Gun became the 4th Gun in Kyonggi-Do.

1896 A.D And after the year of KapOhGyongJang, according to the

reorganization of local control, it became Yangl]i-Gun in
1896. Since 1914, it has been unified with YongIn-Gun.

CULTURAL REMAINS

1. ImeHHt XIEBEFEME (25 A9%)
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1. Seubong Temple Site

The Grave stone of Hyeon-n, the Most Reverend priest of Buddism
(Treasure No.9)
(The Location : Yungin-City, Seji-Myon Sinbong-Ri)

This grave stone is that of Chong-rin, the most Reverend priest of Buddism
under the reign of King Myeong-Jong in Goryeo. Jong-rin’s disciples set up this
grave stone in honor of him in the 15th year of King Myeong-Jong’s reign. The
epitaph is written in rather large characters of the printed style:the diameter of
a character is about 3.3cm. This grave stone is of a flat baton style which has
one edged top and two angular sides. The foundation stone is very simple, and
the covering stone and complex ornaments are omitted.

This one is good example of the new fashioned simple grave stones which took
their rise at the end of Goryeo Dynasty.

The tablet inscription was composed by Lee Ji-Myeong and written down in
gseal cheracters by Yoo Gong Gueon. The secular surname of the late Hyeon-o
wasg Jung-ji. He passed a way at the age of 53in the 9th. Year of king Mueong
Jong's reige the king sincerely mourned over his death and conferred the Moss
Reverend priest on him as wall as a posthumous title, Hyeon-o

O A tablethouse was built in Oct. 1979.
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2. Cheoin Caestle site
(Local Historical site No.44)
(The Location : Yongin-City, Namsa-Myon, Wanjang-Ri)

This castle was one of Backje Dynastys, and once used as a military wars
house during Goryeo Dynasty. This is a place of a brillianr war record, where the
Monglolian armies were greately defeated at the time of their second invasion to
Goryeo in the 19th year of king Go Jong's reign(1232)

Mongolia which had the ambition to conquer all the world invaded Goryed six
times through 38 years in order to bring Goryeo to their feet, but our ancestors
tought bravely against it. In this Cheoin castle, our forefathers won the great
victory that is glowing in the history, as with Guiji castle and ja castle in
Pyeongand, where Mongolian armies were defeated. When Salitai, the Mongolian
commander began the second invasion, the van aemies advanced south to
Gyeonsang do pillaing towns and destroyed the wood blocks of Goryeo
Daejanggyeong (the complete collection of Buddist scriptures) kept in Buin
Temple on Palgong mountain, Meanwhile salitai was going to across going across
the Han river he made an attack on Cheion casetle.

At last Kim Yoon-hoo killed Salitai with an arrow on the 16th of December
in 1232, and Mongolian soldiers were greately defeated and retreated. King, Go
Jong, in recognition of his merits, appointed him to the post of sangjanggun (a
commander in chief). Kim Yoon-hoo, however, attributed the merits to others
and declined the King's offer, and the King had to appoint him a
seorangjang(much lower Post than sangjang-gun). Cheoin was a small town that
was subject to suwon, but the inhabitants of the town fought bravely against
the large army of Mongolia and at last killed the commander of Mongolian
forces. Though this castle is seemingly small, it is one of the greatest places
where our forefathers won a sweeping victory against the world conqueror,

Mongolia and nation’s courageouse and patient spirit move lively.
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3. Simkog memorial Hall
(Local Cultural Asset No.7.)
(The Location : Yongin-City, Suji-Myon, Sanghyeon-Ri)

The mode of this memorial hall is a wooden and tile roofed house. This
memorial hall is made up of one main building and two adjunct ones in
addition to an outer and an inner quteway. It has been said that the
founder of this memorial hall was Jeungam, Cho Gwang-jo. In the inner
ground there are one aromatic, two gingko and two uncany trees that are
said to a hanging board with calligraphy of king Suk jong, five articles of
hanging boads including one in which a poetic composition of Sir Doam is
written, and 483 volumes of books printed from 13 kinds of wood blocks
are kept in this memorial hall. At present this memorial hall is a local

cultural asset.
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4. Chungyeol Memorial Hall
(Local cultural asset, construction No.9)
(The Location: Yongin-City, Mohyeon-Myon, Neungwon-Ri)

This memorial hall was built in 1567 to cherish the high moral repute and
loyalty of poeun, Chung Monh-Ju. He was a faithful retainer at the close of
Goryeo, and because of his devoted heart to Goryeo Dynasty he was murdered
by an assassinator sent by Lee Bangwon(later King Tae Jong of Yi Dynasty)
on the Seonjug bridge in Gaeseong. In the first year of King Gwang Hae Gun
(1609) this memorial hall was granted the benefit to enjoy King s bounty
system, but during the time Dae Won Gun(King Go Jong s father) had the
power of Yi Dynasty thé system was abolished and this memorial hall was
demolished. In 1924 it was restored to the original state. In 1972 and 1975 it
was repaired with the national and local expenditures and has come to what it
is. There are enshrined the portrait of Jeong Mong-Ju and the nortuary tablets
of loyal subjects and patfiots including Seolgok Jeong-bo who was Jeong Mong-
Ju' s grandson and Lee Sijik who died at his post of duty during the Manchy

war of 1636 in Gang-wha island. At Present this a local cultural asset.
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5. Chung Jung Gong, Min Young Whan' s tomb
(Local cultural Memorial Assets No.18)
(The Location: Yongin-City, Kuseong-Myon, MabugRi)

He was born in King Cheol Jong twelve years and died in Gwang Mu nine
years(A.D.1905)

His pseudonyn is Munyak and his ancestral home is yoa Hung. He was son
of Min Gueom Ho, National Defence Minister. He was appointed Dongmang
Gyogoan (King of Government Services to educate children) A.D. 1877 and
passed in the higher civil service examination and has consecutively filled various
goverment posts which Jeongja (nine degree of official rank), Daesa-Seong (the
highest post of seongungwan, to teach children confucianism) A.D. 1882, and the
chief of sijongmugwan (who act as an adviser to King). He was conferred a
decoration with a mark of tai-geuk. He committed suicide with Jo Byung Sae in
defiance of conclusion of Eulsaboho Treaty(concluded between Korea and Japan,
Japan concluded it by force to place Korea under protection of them). Min

Young whan is a patriot.
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6. Po Eun.Jeong Mong Ju s Tomb
(Lacal Memorial No.1)
(The Location:Yongin-City, Mohyeon-Myon, Naunguon-Ri)

Jeoong Mong Ju (1337-1392) was a loyalist at the end of Koryo Dynasty, who
was born in the 24th year under King Chung Suk and passed away in the 4th
yvear king Gong Yang. His Pseudonym was Dal Ha and pen name was Po Eun.
He passed higher civil service exam at the age of twenty-four. In the 5th year
under King Gong Min, he took one of the first rank goverment offices, Seong
Gyun Gan, Hakrimsa Moonha SiJung. Hevestabished the central Five
Department. School in the capital and Confucian schoolsin the districts, by which
he encouraged the yonger generation to persue learning. promoted Confucianism
and laid the foundation of Seung Ri Hak, an Oriental metaphysics about human
nature and natural laws.

In the 4th year under king Gong Yang (1392), he was murdered at Seon Jug
Bridge by Young Gyn, an assassinator sent by Lee Bang won. His posthumous
title was Mun Chung-Gong. Dan Sim Ga, a king of short lytic poem in which he
manifested his devoted heart to Koryo Dynasty, and a Collection of Po Eun's

works have been handed down to us.
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
