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NAMHANSANSONG (WALLED FORTRESS)

Histiric Site No. 57

This fortress has a long history dating to the shilla kingdom when a wall, chujangsong, was built
here during the reign of shilla’s king Munmu-wang(1.661-681). A sweeping renovation was begun
i. 1624, during the reign of king Injo(1.1623-49), when motivased by the threas of invasion by the
Manchus, the court crcered Yi So, a garrison commancer, to renovate hte wall.

The renovations, which took two years, were supervised by Priess Kaksong and were carried out
by Buddhist monks who were mobilized from across the country.

The wall, which measured 8km round, enclosed an area of 528.462m?*. The wall had 1,700 battle-
ments, four major gates and eight minor ones. There were four commanc posts along the wall and
office beildings, warehouses, and a temporary palace inside. Facilities continued to be built with 1n
the wall throughout the reign of King Sunjo(1.1800-34) by which time there were large two palace
buildings. The chaedoktang(Hall)was erected in 1688 and the Chwajon(Hall)in 1711 to enshrine
royal mamorial tablets. Hannamnu, the tower of the outer gate of the temporary palace was erect-
ed in 1798. The Inhwagwan, guest house, was built in 1624 and repaired in 1829. Seven temples-
Kukchongsa, Chonjusa, Kaewonsa, Tongnimsa, Namdansa, Hanhungsa and Changgyongsa-were
founded in addition to Mang-wolsa and Ckchongsa for the monks who were maintained here from
1624 for the defense of the fortress. Only Changgyongsa remains today. Four major gates of each
direction are extant and of the four command posts only the Soo-Eo-Jang-Dae one remains. Other
existion facilities include Hyonjolsa(Shrine), Yonmugwan(Hall), Chisudang(House), Yong-
wolchong and Ch'imgwaejong(Pavilions),a shrine to General Yi So, Sungnyolchon(Shrine), several
forts and some military guardposts. The wall and some of the facilities were recently repaired. The
length of 32m wall is preserved as its original shape.

Peace was negotiated with the invading Manchus here in 1637, the 15th year of King Injo.
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SO0O-EO-JANG-DAE (COMMAND POST)

Of the four command posts-one at each compass pointbuilt during the reconstruction of Nam-
hansan-song(Fortress)in 1624, the second year of King Injo, this is the only one remaining. Locat-
ed a top Iljang-san(Monuntain), 453 meters high, the highest peak within the fortress, Su-o-jang-
dae overlooks the rest of the fortress as well the nearby areas of Yangju, Yang-p’yong, Yong-in,
Koyang, Seoul and Inchon.

Originally a one-story structure called the west command post, it was used by Uyongjang, one
of the five generals of the fortress garrison command. It was from this post that King In-jo person-
ally commanded the garrison troops for 45 days in a heroic attempt to resist some 130,000 in
vading forces during the Manchu invasion of 1636.

In 1751, Magistrate Yi Kijin built a two-story rooftop upon the command post at the order of
King Yongjo. Though called Su-o-jang-dae, a sign on the inside of the structure reads Mumangnu,
literally meaning “Hall of Unforgettableness,” which probably symbolize a resolve not to forget the
bitterness and humiliation suffered when King Injo’s Crown Prince was taken hostage during the
Manchu invasion and held in Manchuria for eight years. Historical records indicate that King
Yongjo, accompanied by his Crown Prince, stayed overnight at this command post after visiting
the tomb of King Hyojong to ruminate about the sufferings incurred during the Manchu invasion.

The existing structure was rebuilt by Magistrate Pak Kisu in 1896, the first year of the reign of
King Kojong. The structure is of the doublewing bracket type with a half-gable-and-hip roof.

The ground floor consists of three bays on the front and two on the side. The columns extend

from the bottom, through the second follr to the top.
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SUNGYOL-CHON (SHRINE)

Provincial Tangible Cuitural Property e 2

This is the shrine of King Onjo, the first King of Paekche, who ruled from 18 B.C-28 A.D. Built
in 1638, the 16th year of King Injo, it was called “King Onjo Temple”until 1795 when, in the 19th
year of his reign, King Chongjo ordered it renamed Sungyol-chon.

Yiso, a government official, was also enshrined here for his bravery during the Chinese invasion

of 1626, the 4th year of king injo and his efforts to construct Namhan Fortress.
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CHONGNYANG-DANG (SHRINE)

This is a shrine dedicated to Yi Hwe, who was is charge of the southeasterm part of the wall
during the reconstruction of the Namhansan-song(Fortress)which was begun in 1624, the second
year of the reign of King Injo, his wife, and concubine. Falsely charged with embezzling funds to
provide for women and drink and neglect of his duties, he was executed.

Learning of the execution, Yi Hwe's wife and concubine committed suicide by drowning. They
were returning from the southern provinces where they had been raising money for use in the wall
construction.

His innocenec was later proven when it was found that the part of the wall which was recon-
structed under his supervision was built quite solidly and this shrine constructed to placate his soul.
In the main hall, is a portratit of Yi Hwe, his wife, his concubine, and monk Pyogam-daesa.

As the original paintings were lost during the Korean War, these were painted to replace them.
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HYONCHOL-SA (SHRINE)

Provincial Tangible Cultural Property Aa 4

This shrine was constructed in 1688, the 14th year of King Sukjong, the three patriot-scholars.
Hong lk-han, Yunjip, and O dal-je. Who would not surrender but in defending the country during
the Chinese invasion(the Pyongja Wars)of 1634. The patriots were eventually captured and taken
to Ch’ing, where they were beheaded.

In 1699, the 25th year of Sukjong, two additional tombstones were erected to commemorate Kim

Sang-hon and Chong On who fought together with the three patriot-scholars.
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CHIMGWAE-]JONG (PAVILION)

Provincial Tangible Cultural Property Aa 5

The actual date this pavilion was constructed is not known but it was repaired by Kwangju
Magistrate Yi Kijin in 1751, the 27th year of King Yongjo and the name changed to Chimgwae-
jong. According to legend, the area was the site of the palace of King Onjo, the founder of
Packche(18 B.C-660 A.D)

It is believed that there was an armory in the area, possibly to the right of the pavilion, as historical re-
cords show that Ming(Chir) Emissary Cheng Lung made reference to the Chongyung Armory

The present structure was built in the double-wing -bracket style with a half gable-andhip roof.

It has an ondol, or heated, floor.
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YONMU-KWAN (TRAININGHAIL)

This hall was part of a martial arts training center. It was built during the construction of
Namhansan-song(Fortress)in 1624, the second years of King Injo. Those who excelled in martial
arts were selected at this hall for service in the capital of Hanyang(Seoul).

The hall was called Yonmu-dang until it was repaired by Garrison.

Commandr Kim Chaehoon the order to King Sukjong who also bestowed on it a signboard read-
ing “Yonbyong-kwan.” The name was changed to Su-o-yong during the reign of King Chongjo
but still the hall was generally called Yonbyong-kwan or Yonmu-kwan.

Built in the single wing-bracket style, the structure has a half gable-and-hip-type roof and a

floor made of wooden tiles.
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CHISU-DANG (HALL)

This hall was built by the local magistrate, Yi Sehwa, in 1672, the 13th year of the reign of King
Hyonjong, the 18th monarch of the Yi Dynasty. Originally there were three ponds around the hall,
where high court officials enjoyed fishing but now only two ponds are extant. In the center of one

of the ponds there was once a pavilion called Kwan-o-jong but only traces of it can be seen today.
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CHANG-GYONG-SA (TEMPLE)

When large groups of Buddhist monks took part in the reconstruction of Namhansan-song(For-
tress), which began in 1624, the Court established the Office of Buddhists in 1625, the third year
of the reign of King Injo.

Mark Kaksong-daesa was appointed national Buddhist commander to mobilize and supervise Bud-
dhist forces to work on the wall.

After the completion of the fortress, the Buddhist monks were kept at the fortress and trained in
its defense. Seven new temples;Kaewon-sa, Hanhung-sa, Kukchong-sa, Chang-gyong-sa, Ch’onju
-sa, Tongnim-sa and Namdan-sa were built in addition to the already existing Mangwol-sa and
Okjong-sa temples.

Of the nine temples, only Chang-gyong-sa is extant. Its main hall was constructed in the multiple-
bracket style of the late Yi Dynasty with a half gable-and-hip roof. There are three dormitories.

TONG-MUN/(EAST GATE)

The eastern gate of the Namhansan-song(Fortress), it is also called Chwaik-mun. The gate was
erected in 1626, fourth year of the reign of Ing Injo, during the reconstruction of the fortress wall.
The parapet on the gate was repaired in the second year of the reign of Chongjo, 1778.

Built in the usual style of Korea’s mountain fortress gates, Chwaikmun was constructed by pil-
ing up coarsely trimmed rocks. The arched gate is topped with a tower with a half gable-and-hip
on the top, built in the single wing-bracket style. A small brick wall surrounds the gate tower and

the gate is flanked by terraced stone walls topped with bricks.
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NAM-MUN (SOUTH GATE)

This is the southern gate of Namhansan-song(Fortress) which was built during the reign of
King Injo(1623—1649)of the Yi Dynasty(1392—1910). so it was called Chihwa-mun.

Famed for its elegant arch, the gate has a foundation and base of large rocks and the upper por-
tion is made of small rocks.

There are crenels along the upper part of the wall around the gate. Its gate tower is a half ga-

bled and half-hipped roof built upon long cornerstones in the single wing-bracket style.
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TOMB OF MAENG SA-SONG

Kyonggi-do Monument Ac 21

This is the tomb of Maeng Sa-song (1360—1438), acivil official from the time of King Sejong.

From his childhood he was a model of filial piety. When he was seven, his mother died, and he
spend a week in fasting, then ate gruel for three years while carrying on a vigil at her grave. In
his town a special commemorative gate was built to honor him for his filial piety.
Maeng Sa-song placed first in the higher civil service examination of 1386;when the Yi dynasty
was founded he soon become censor-general, and by the time of King Sejong he had risen to the
State Council, both as Right and Left Councillor. His keen sense of distinction between private and
public matters made him the model of an honest official. He helped compile the ANNALS OF
KING T’AEJONG'’S REIGN, and the P’PALTO-CHIRLJI, a book on Korean geography.

He contributed greatly to the development of early Choson culture.

There is statuary, a table, a stone lantern, and a monument.
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TOMB OF CH’OE HANG

Kyonggi-do Monument Aa 33

Ch’oe Hang(1409—1474)was appointed as scholar of the Royal Academy in 1434 when he
passed the exam for the higher civil officerswith first seat. He joined in compiling the Yongbioch’on
-ga, or the “Songs of Flying Dragons,”an epic poem praising the founding fathers of the Yi dynas-
ty in Han-gul, the Korean Alphabet. In 1453 he served as a secretary to the King Tanjong.

He became Minister of Public Works in 1455. In 1466 he was appointed Prime Minister by King
Sejo.

He was one of the editors of the TONGGUK-T'ONGGAM, a history of Korea

He also took part in compiling the KONGGUK-TAEJON, the legal code of Choson.
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
