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History

When What

475 O Had been governed by Baekje kingdom during three kingdom period until
conquered and governed by the 26th king changsu of koguryo. in the years
of his reign its name being changed to Namcheon-hueon.

551 O Became the capital (or a sort of provincial seat) of Namcheon-ju by king
Jinhung of shilla in the 24years of his reign.

757 O Renamed to Hwangmu-hyeon by Kyongdok the first king of Shilla in the
16years of his reing and combined to hanju country(kwangju of today).

936 O Renamed to Icheon-gun by the first king of Koryo who conquered Hubaekje
and renamed to yongch’ang by the 23rd king kojong of the same kingdom
in the 44years of his reign.

1390 O Renamed to Namcheon-gun by the 34th king, Kongyang.

1392 O Renamed to Icheon-hyeon by the first king of Yi-dynasty in the years of
his reign and ruled officially by its-governor(Hyongam) in the 13years of
king Taejong.

1444 O Recognized as a Tohobu(a kind of district) and accordingly governed by a
Pusa(a kind of administrative executive) in the 26years of king Sejong.

1894 O Renamed to Icheon-gun during the period of the reformation of Kabo.

1913 O Bubal-myeon established after the administrative integration of originally
divided two myeons. Bu-myeon and Bal-myeon.

O Hobeop-myeon extablished when its administrative section was redesigned :
called Ho-myeon until then.

O Seolseong-myeon extablished after the administrative integration of “song” of
Mt.seolseong at the east and "song” of Mt.Nosong at the west.

1914 O Shindun-myeon established after the combination of Shin-myon and Tun
-myeon,

Mar.1914 O Adminstratively, Daewol-myeon established which originally consisted of
Dae-myeon, Wol-myeon and Cho-myeon.

O Sangyul-myeon and Hayul-myeon combined to established Yul-myeon.

Apr.1914 O Baek-myeon and Sa-myeon combined to established Baeksa-myeon.

O Ma-myeon and Jang-myeon combined to established Majang-myeon.
O Mo-myeon and Ka-myeon combined to established Moga-myeon.
O Most parts of Umjuk-gun combined to Icheon-gun.
