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CULTURAL REMAINS

YONJUDAE

This hermitage was built by High priest Uisang-taesa when he built the nearby
temple of Kwanaksa, or Yonjuam as it is now, Known, in 677 during the reign of
Munmu-Wang (r. 661-681) of the Shilla Kingdom (57 B.C-A.D 935)

The hermitage was first Called Uisangdae after the priest’s name but was renamed
Yonjudae 'in the early years of the Choson Kingdom (1392-1910). It is said that the
hermitage was Called Yonjudae, meaning ‘“‘adoration of the lord.” because loyal
Koryo officials used to gather here following the overthrow of the King of the
Koryo Kingdom (918-1392) by Yi Song-Kye, who founded Choson and established
the Yi Dynasty, to praise their fallen monarch and 72 high officials who were Killed
by Yi’s forces.

Legend has it that Yangnyong and Hyoryong, the first and second sons of Taejong
(r. 1400-18), the third king of Choson, often visited the hermitage when they lived
at Kwanaksan (Mountain).

They were living in seclusion at Kwanaksan as they thought their father was
gong to make their younger brother Ch’'ungnyong crown prince.

THREE—STORY STONE PAGODA

There are several different stories about when this pagoda was built. Some say
that it was built at the time the hermitage was founded by Uisang-Chosa (625-702).
as high priest of the mid-Shilla period, to enshrine Sariras.

Others Say that it was built at a later time when the hermitage was renovated.
There is also a legend that it was built by Hyoryong-taegun (prince), the second
son of King T’ae-jong (r. 1400-18), the third king of the Choson Period, when he
and his elder brother, Yangnyongtaegun, stayed at the hermitage which was then
Called Kwanaksa (temple).

This was after they had renounced their right to the throne in favor of their
younger brother.Ch’ungnyong-taegun.

The pagoda is in a style that was popular during the Koryo (918-1392) period.
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SHIHUNG HYANGGYO

This Confucian School was first established in Kwachon in 1398, the Seventh
year of king T’aejo (r.1392-98), the founding monarch of the Choson Kingdom
(1392-1910), by Yol, a follower of High Prish Muhak-taesa.

It was burnt down in 1400 and later reconstructed.

It was destroyed during the Japanese invasion of 1592-98, rebuilt, and destroyed
again during the 1636-37 invasion by the Ching Chinese and again rebuilt.

It was moved to here by the chief officer of Kwachon on in 1690.

Of the remaining structure. the Taesongjon and Myongnyundang halls are the
most important.

Myongnyundang is where local students were taught Confucianism and
Taesongjon is where memorial rituals were held annually to honor five great
Confucian Sages.

ONONSA

This is where king Chongjo (r. 1776-1800) of the Choson Kingdom used to rest
on his way to the royal tomb Chungnung.

It was called OnonSa, meaning ‘‘house of Tranquility,”” because the king
Supposedly felt so at peace when he rested here.

The ancient guest house was later used as the local magistrate’s office.

It is said that the ancient guest house was originally located on the site of the

present township offices.

There are parts of a stone wall which are believed to have been part of the
foundations of ononsa.

The signboards saying ononsa and purimhon are hanging on the building,
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
