The buddhist temple, Mangwol-sa is located amidst pine trees on top of Mt. Wondo-
bong. The temple was built 1,300 years ago by Saint Hae-Ho at the request of Queen
Sondok of the Silla dynasty. In front of the main building, Mangwol-sa caligraphic
style is written in Chinese Character. These characters were written by Won, Sekye,
an ambassador from China.
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Hoeryong-sa is located northeast of Mt. Wordobong. According to legend, a dragon
appeared on this mountain and thus gave its name Hoeryong-sa to the temple, King
“Taejo” prayed at this temple for three years to Budha for mercy & wisdom pror to
being crowned King.

The temple was destroyed during Korean war but was restored under the assistance
of UNKRA(U.N. Korean Reconstruction Agency)
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When Japanese invasion of 1592 began, Chung Mun-bu(1565-1624) was an assistant
to the northeastern border on army in the cause of justice. Together with Lee Bong-su,
Chung Mun-bu organized loyal troops and harassed Japanese troops at Kilju region in
Hamkyong province.

Later he was made the magistrate of Kilju. He was executed through false accusa-
tion, and later rehabilitated. The tomb is 1.3meters high and 16meters in circumference.
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The structure was built in memory of Park Tae-bo(1654-1689). He was variously
official with the Ministry of Protocol and Education and with the Royal Archives.
He also served as a secret royal travelling inspector. He died of wound of torture he was
subjected to for his objection to removing Queen Inhyeon.

Park distinguished himself in scholarship and writing. He was posthumously promot-
ed to the Minister of Personnel Affairs.
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This shrine houses tablets of Cho Song-san, Won Yang-chon, Kim Nong-am, Lee Chu-
cho, Kim Ilno-Chong, and Yu Song-eum. These six loyal subjects of Goryeo Dynasty
(935-1392) refused to serve the kings of new Yi Dynasty(1392-1910) and died in self-
imposed retirement.

At first only Cho and Won tablets were housed. Later Confucian scholars decided
to add four more tablets, and held annual Confucian rite in memory of the six.

The shrine was re-named as Samkwiong shrine in 1865. It regained its original name
and was repaired and enlarged in 1964.

This citizen hall is Uijongbu citizen’s cultural palace equipped with the necessary
facilities-performance room, gymnasium, library, seminar room, sub-meeting room,
locker room and so on—its building site is 1,328pyong, and its building area 1,394
pyong.
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This place is located at 76 of the hills in JangAm-dong and composed of excreta
treatment plant, sewage disposal plant and the station of rubbish incineration.
It is equipped with modern facilities capable of treating excreta 50k{/day, sewages

60,000 t/day rubbish-incineration 50t/day.

Thnks to these facilities, it greatly contributes to preventing the Rivulet of Jung
Ryang from being contaminated and improving city-environment through prevention
of pollution and waterborne epidemics.
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
